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RLS Goes to the Regional Science Fair!     
 

For the first time in our short history, Resurrection Lutheran School sent five students to the NC Central Regional 
Science Fair at Wakefield Middle School on February 20, 2010!  These budding scientists earned the privilege to repre-
sent RLS and compete against schools from 11 other counties in the central region. In addition to displaying their pro-

jects, students  were interviewed by the judges to demonstrate an in-depth understanding of their chosen topics.   
 
The students from RLS who competed were:  Evie Lubak for Biological Science (8th), Jonathan Otten for Physical Science (8th), Lori 
Glenn (4th), Sophia Czekalski (4th), and Eddie Sanders (4th).   Two of these students were awarded plaques for their outstanding 

projects:  Sophia Czekalski, with òEgg Free Baking:  Is It Flat and Flavorless?ó placed in the top nine elementary school projects, and 
will go on to the State Science Fair at Meredith College on March 25th; and Jonathan Otten received 3rd Place in Physical Science 
for his project òIlluminating Discoveries:  Which Artificial Light Source is Best for Plants?ó 

 
Every student who represented RLS at the Regional Fair did an excellent job representing our school, worked very hard to get 
there and should be commended.  We are very proud of our Mighty Lion Scientists ð you are ALL winners!  Start planning your

The 2009-2010 Boys Basketball season has drawn to a close and I 

just wanted to make a few comments. Back in mid-October of 09 

we had our first practice with a group of 6th and 7th graders and 

three 8th graders. To my surprise one of the 8th graders was this 

really tall kid that I would often see in the hallways the previous 

year. I wondered where were you last year. In total 17 boys came 

to try out for the basketball team and after much deliberation 

between coaches and administration we decided all the boys 

could be on the team. I told them early on that it would be very 

likely that some of the team would sit entire games on the bench 

if we kept all 17 and they all said " I want to be on the team". 

  I must admit that I have not kept records of how many games 

we won or lost. I am pretty sure we won more than we did last 

year but I know for certain we ended the season playing as a 

team, that learned how to work together with passing and cutting 

and setting screens, and finding the open man. The team worked 

as hard on defense in that final game of the season as any team I 

have ever been involved with on high school, college or city 

league  levels. 

  If you were to ask the players what is the one thing we talked 

about more often than any thing else { not specific to basketball } 

I believe they would all say " respect ". Before nearly every game 

we would huddle and count off and yell Respect.  By the end of 

the season if a player fell on the court our players ran to help him 

up, if a ref made a questionable call our players did not argue, 

well maybe I did a little bit, and if one of our players made a bad 

play no one pointed fingers. It was truly a season of learning and 

improving and everyone involved with RLS, whether parent, 

teacher, or student can take great pride in the RLS boys basket-

ball team. In my eyes we indeed had a winning season. 

   A huge thank you to Coach Shane and Skip and all the parents 

who got your sons to the practices, early mornings and after-

noons and Saturdays. And of course thanks to Athletic Director 

Tom Kolb. With out all of his behind the scenes work the season 

would not have been. 

   I do want to mention the three 8th graders who will not be 

with RLS next year.
